Trevor Clarke (Chairman) opens the meeting by reviewing the minutes of the last meeting on 17th March.
Discussion of an idea called ‘Hadfest’ suggested by Richard; a music festival that incorporated music in the local pubs and an outside stage in the Market Place. This led on to the discussion of Hadleigh Amateur Dramatics Society’s (HADS) 90th anniversary celebrations and how we could incorporate them into a modified ‘Hadfest’.

It was all suggested that the procession would stop a few times to do short parts of plays for angel court and Sidney brown too.
Dates for this ‘Hadfest’/HADS celebrations were proposed and Sunday 29th August was decided upon. This was so as not to clash with other events that were taking place that weekend.
After much thought a rough plan of the day has been decided, which is: 
· A parade by HADS and other groups e.g. pubs/clubs to start off the day at about noon.
· A craft fair to be held in the Ansell Centre and a general fair or family fun stalls to be held in the Town Hall.
· Food vans and small fair to be situated in the Market Place, and possibly pubs to put on food in their car parks.
· A central stage to be put in the car park with a ‘Has Hadleigh Got Talent’ competition maybe a show from Hads. Then a time for bands that will be playing in the pubs (times to be arranged). 
Of course this is all to be finalized but there should not be any major changes.
