Introduction

Welcome to the second of Babergh District Council’s Long Stay Car Parking Newsletters - aimed at keeping all key stakeholders up-to-date with the planned implementation of a £1.50 charge for users staying for more than three hours in Babergh’s long stay parks in Sudbury and Hadleigh (ie at the Station, Sudbury, Station Road, Sudbury and the rear part of the Magdalen Road car park in Hadleigh).
The new car parking order
The draft order was published at the end of June with a closing date for objections of July 29. The final order will shortly be published with an implementation date for charging of October 18.
What are the immediate next steps?
Although the new long stay parking regime is not due to come into force until October 18, Babergh needs to publicise its parking permit scheme well in advance of this date. 
You may recall from the first newsletter in this series that Babergh will be issuing a maximum of 133 parking permits for regular users of our long stay car parks. These can be bought on an annual (£250), three-monthly (£70) or monthly (£25) basis and can be bought using cash, cheques, debit and credit cards – with full details provided to successful applicants. Applicants will be asked to specify which one of the three long stay car parks they wish to park in.

The deadline for applications is 5pm on September 10. In the event that more than 133 applications are received, a draw will take place on September 16 with the first 133 being selected receiving parking permits.  All applicants, whether successful or not, will be notified by us soon afterwards.
From mid-August onwards, Babergh will be running a short information campaign involving leaflets, an ad in the Suffolk Free Press and the use of local media to publicise the above details. Please find attached copies of the advert and leaflet with this newsletter.

Work on installing the new machines – and any necessary new signage – is likely to begin soon.
